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Voters in the Robbinsdale School District failed to pass the levy on November 6. 
The final vote totals were 9,660 YES and 10,773 NO. The campaign for the levy 
passage was challenged by an organized ñVote Noò group which employed the 
services of Paul Dorr ï a hired gun from Iowa with a track record of defeating levy 
campaigns. The RFT worked with the Vote Yes Committee, and we applaud the 
efforts of many. Over 636 volunteers made calls, put out lawn signs, organized 
events, and created communications. Nearly 30,000 calls were made to voters over 
a 4 week period, 782 doors of undecided voters were knocked on, 1450 yard signs 
were placed and 15,000 Be a Hero brochures were distributed to voters. Two 
rallies were held,  300 people attended a community forum to learn about the 
issues and 40 citizens wrote letters of support to our local newspapers.
